100 Steps to Home is the theme for this year’s Mission Sunday appeal at our parish.

At the weekend liturgies, July 31% and August 1%, we will have the opportunity to hear about the
work being done by the dedicated Salesian Sisters of Saint John Bosco in poor orphanages in the
south of India.

There at Hyderabad, beggar children are being swept off the streets by police and are currently
sleeping on a hard, dirty, insect-infested concrete floor (see picture), because there is no other place
for them to lay their heads each night. We will have the opportunity to help them build a new building
through your generous donations.

These girls, aged 5 to 23, have been physically, morally and sexually exploited and abused. Many
have lived on the streets in terrible poverty. Many of their parents have died of AIDS. But now in the
loving care of the Salesian sisters, they have a safe, stable life. No girl in need is ever turned away
at the orphanage — that’s why they are sleeping on the floor!

You can find more about the inspired work of the Salesians on the website
www.homeofhopeindia.org or in the brochure that will be handed out at weekend liturgies. Each
$3,000 we raise will be memorialized with the name of our parish on a stepping stone that will lead
to the new orphanage that will be built for these children, the poorest of the poor. We will also
receive a replica of each stepping stone.

And, in the future, you can visit the orphanage, either alone, with a group, or with your family. This
can be your own “mission trip.” You can see first hand the good work that is going on and actually be
part of it.
