BREAD FOR THE WORLD 
St. Sabina will be participating in a Bread for the World 
Offering of Letters Campaign the weekend of October 
16 and 17.  Bread for the World is a collective Christian 
voice urging our nation’s decision makers to end 
hunger at home and abroad. 
 

Progress against hunger requires broad efforts to 
reduce poverty.  Food assistance to hungry people is 
vital, but it is not enough.  This year, a series of tax 
cuts enacted in recent years will expire.   Parishioners 
will be given the opportunity during the Offering of 
Letters Campaign to ask Congress to protect and 
strengthen key tax credits such as: the Earned Income 
Tax Credit (EITC) the Child Tax Credit (CTC) and the 
Volunteer Income Tax Assistance (VITA) sites, that 
can make a big difference for low-income workers and 
their families.   
 

HUNGER AND POVERTY IN MISSOURI 
• HUNGER: 14% of households in Missouri struggle 

to put food on the table. 20% of children in Missouri 
live in families that struggle to put food on the table 

• POVERTY:  13.4% of people in Missouri live below 
the poverty line, $21,834 for a family of four in 
2008. 18.6% of children in Missouri live below the 
poverty line.
